ALLCARD AWARDS & BUSENHART-MORGAN-EVANS AWARD
1.
The Worshipful Company of Musicians is awarding four post-graduate scholarships (3 x Allcard and 1 x Busenhart Morgan Evans), each to the value of £6,000 tenable for one year.
2.
The Scholarships are available only to string players, singers, piano accompanists, and in exceptional circumstances, wind players, wishing to pursue an advanced course of performance study within the E.U.

3.
Candidates may be of any nationality, but must have had at least three years of full-time study at a British Institution, and a firm offer of a place on the proposed course of study.
4.
Candidates must be no more than 27 years for instrumentalists or 32 years of age for singers at the date of the auditions.
5.
Nominations can be made only through Principals/Directors of Conservatoires or Heads of those Music Departments offering advanced degrees in performance studies, which may be either the student’s present or future place of study.

6.
Nominations must be made on the form provided and state the candidates name, date of birth and contact details. Each Institution (Conservatoire or University Music Department) is restricted to a maximum of two nominations.
7.
The nominations shall be referred to the Committee of the Court of Assistants of the Company constituted to deal with matters arising out of the Scholarship (hereinafter called “the Committee”) who shall appoint a time and place in London for adjudication and selected candidates will be required to present themselves in person at such time and place.  The Committee may make such arrangements for the conduct of the adjudication as they may in their absolute discretion think fit.
8.
For the audition, all candidates are expected to provide their own accompanists (and page turner if required) with the exception of those in the piano accompaniment category who are required to perform with instrumentalists or singers of their own choice.

9.
The Court, on the recommendation of the Committee, shall have power to advise or, if necessary, to terminate the course of studies to be followed by the Scholar during his tenure of the Scholarship.

10.
Abandonment of the career or of such course of studies as aforesaid shall automatically put an end to the Scholarship from the date when the Committee receives notice of such abandonment.

11.
Candidates not elected in any one year may be nominated again in subsequent years but not more than three times in all.

12.
Canvassing on behalf of a Candidate renders him or her liable to disqualification.

13.
The Court of Assistants of the Company retains the right to withdraw the Scholarship from a Scholar without assigning any reason therefore.  The Court may from time to time alter, add to, or amend these Regulations.  Any amendment or alteration shall be communicated to the Scholar for the time being and shall then be binding upon him or her.
14.
The Committee shall not be obliged to award the Scholarships to any of the nominated candidates.  If none of the nominated candidates is appointed, the Committee shall take such steps as it thinks fit to obtain suitable candidates or else the Scholarships shall remain vacant for the ensuing year.
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
